GUIDELINES FOR COMPLETING ABSTRACTS 
Submitting an abstract represents a commitment from you and your company to present a presentation at the 2012 UNITE Annual Technology Conference and Exhibition being held May 13-16, 2012 at the Hyatt Regency St. Louis at the Arch located in St. Louis, MO, USA. A speaker must be from a UNITE member organization. Any organization that has an interest in the success of solutions in environments that include Unisys hardware, software and/or services, and supports the purposes of UNITE may apply for membership. For a speaker to be considered, his organization may pay the membership fee by registering him/her for the conference, be a conference exhibitor, or pay the annual membership fee.  Authors will be notified by email regarding the status of their submitted abstracts. Speakers are responsible for their registration and travel expenses.
Abstract submitters should ensure that their abstracts provide sufficient subject matter and should include all key points so that members will be able to fully evaluate the content of the proposed presentation. This is extremely important because the abstracts are used by members to show their management the value of attending the conference. 
1. Keep in mind that the primary function of the abstract is to help the reader decide whether or not to attend the session. 

2. Do not repeat the title. State the general subject of your presentation and provide appropriate supplemental details. 

3. Be concise, but use complete sentences. 

4. Make sure that the abstract reflects the same emphasis as the presentation (i.e., if the presentation is aimed at general audience, don't make the abstract sound overly technical). 

5. All sessions are  55 minutes in length. Please allow 15 minutes for questions and answers. 

6. Submit speaker’s biography (maximum 125 words) and all contact information. Speakers are notified by email so please include a valid email address.
7. Complete the abstract form entirely before submitting.

Session Audience Descriptions

General: This type of session is of general interest to all attendees. While there may be some technical content or the session may be about a technical topic, the level of presentation will be of significance to all delegates. This type of session will not provide in-depth technical details (e.g., code examples), but will deal with understanding the technical issues associated with a specific technology.

Management: This type of session provides a less technical perspective of a topic or deals with management-related functions. These sessions may involve issues dealing with the management of all types of resources within an organization, not necessarily managing personnel (e.g., planning for conversion to a different type of system or managing new application development projects from start to finish). Some sessions of this type may be beneficial to all delegates.

Technical: This type of session contains detailed technical content. The intent of these sessions is to provide instruction about a specific technical topic and may involve coding examples, configuration details, interpreting performance statistics, etc. These sessions are designed to provide the attendee with detailed information about a specialized topic that they might be able to directly put in place in their organization.
